Our Outbound Programme to various parts of the country and abroad has added a vital fillip to our curricular endeavours 

as it provides experien�al learning beyond the walls of the classroom and facilitates a deeper contact with nature and the 

environment. The vibrant Student and Teacher Exchange Programme with schools abroad is aimed at facilita�ng 

interna�onal mindedness and crea�ng opportuni�es to focus on the world as a canvas for learning.

We have opened our hearts and doors to students from around the world! NISV's residen�al suites are geared for 

comfortable living, designed aesthe�cally and prac�cally, and accommodate three children to a room. While the 

recrea�on lounges allow for relaxa�on, the ICT node in the study lounges makes for pleasurable learning.

Scheme of Studies (CBSE)
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The goal at this stage is to enable children to form concepts related to the world around them through direct experience 
and interac�ons with the physical, social and natural environment through Language (English, Hindi & Gujarati), 
Mathema�cal thinking and Environmental Awareness. Life Skill classes are also part of the regular course.

The goal at this stage includes play, discovery, ac�vity based, interac�ve learning and cogni�ve development of a child. 
The focus is s�ll on Language and Numeracy skills. To prepare the students to take examina�on in middle school, 
periodic tests and term exams are scheduled for Grades 4 to 5 in the academic year. In school, evalua�on takes place in a 
stress-free and learner-friendly environment ensuring comprehensiveness, competency spirit and transparency. Life Skill 
classes are also a part of the regular curriculum.

The pursuit of excellence in academics is the primary objec�ve of NISV's CBSE sec�on. Students learn through a highly 
enriched curriculum that gives them a sound and broad founda�on of basics as well as opportuni�es to be challenged and 
to delve deeply into areas of their interest. The stress of examina�ons is done away within the forma�ve years of the 
child's learning. Con�nuous and comprehensive evalua�on is done by way of periodic assessments. At the 
Secondary level formal evalua�on methods are adopted to prepare students for the public examina�ons

The Middle Stage emphasizes on experien�al learning to improve the skills of children. They learn the basics of Science, 
Social Science, Mathema�cs, Arts and Humani�es. Students study three languages from Grades VI to VIII. This stage 
involves the art of listening, speaking, reading and wri�ng, leading to communica�on skills with gramma�cal accuracy 
and appropriateness of style. Computer exper�se is acquired to deal with the Technology-aided learning environment of 
today. Music, Health and Physical Educa�on are treated as co-scholas�c areas to develop aesthe�cs sensibili�es. Life Skill 
classes are also part of the regular course. Interdesciplinery skill subjects and clubs helps students to develop their 
skills. Platforms like Creya Math Buddy builds the applicatory skills of students across subjects. Subject enrichment 
ac�vi�es help to enhance the understanding of the subject. Evalua�on is in the form of periodic tests, term and annual 
examina�on. The pedagogy of curriculum transac�on at this level prepares the students for any of the Na�onal 
(CBSE/ICSE/GSEB) or Interna�onal Boards (IGCSE, Cambridge/ IB, Geneva). 

All ac�vi�es at NISV a�empt to develop students into well-rounded personali�es. With the objec�ve of providing an 

appropriate pla�orm for 'hands-on' learning to our students, a wide array of spor�ng ac�vi�es conducted under the 

supervision of qualified sports coaches, have been provided. From conven�onal field games, to the more s�mula�ng 

ac�vi�es such as aerobics and yoga, NISV offers them all.

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Boarding @ Navrachana International School, Vadodara (NISV)
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The Boarding at NISV is the “very heart of the school”, and at the outset it is to be emphasized that for the boarders, this is 
HOME. Each boarder is made to feel a strong sense of belonging, of being wanted, of being special …

The school has an Infirmary a�ached to the Boarding Houses with a qualified staff on duty at all �mes. Treatment for 
minor illnesses and first- aid is given immediately at the Infirmary. The school has an arrangement with private hospitals, 
and in case of an emergency, one can reach a good, well- equipped hospital quickly. Regular medical check-ups are 
undertaken for the students.

For instance, a Link Book note must bear immediate results regardless of whether it has been ini�ated by the Grade Tutor 
or the House Parent or another member of the staff.

During School time, the Boarders are treated with that “extra special a�en�on” by every single staff member. The 
Grade Tutor, in par�cular,  takes a personal interest in the boarders who are in her/his grade, checking on them on a 
regular basis and keeping in touch with the respec�ve House Parent for rou�ne as well as non-rou�ne procedures.

The best infrastructure is meaningless without a staff that is compassionate, caring and involved with the children under 
their care. The key personnel in this endeavor are the House Parents, who are the “primary care givers”, and the 
Residen�al Staff. The personal involvement of each member of staff goes well beyond merely fulfilling one's duty. As       
"loco paren�s” they 'stand in' for the parents by being role models, good listeners, always available and gentle but firm 
when needed.

Every boarding student is allocated a study-bedroom in a single-sex house supervised by House Parents; they are 
supported by the Residen�al staff. Study-bedrooms   are   shared   between   three   students   and may be personalized 
with suitable pictures, posters and photographs. Normally children of the same age share a room. Each House has a 
recrea�onal space with mul�media equipment and a library. A separate study lounge is also available. Computers with 
internet connec�on via the firewall protected school server are available for students' use at designated �mes.

The dining facili�es at NISV are of the highest standards and well-equipped. We prepare three full meals a day, with mid-

morning and a�ernoon snacks. The menus are varied and offer mul�-cuisine choices. Vegetarian dishes  including Jain 
meals are served at all meals. On request, boarders may be provided non-vegetarian meals (prepared in a separate 

kitchen) at dinner and eggs for breakfast at an addi�onal cost. All meals are supervised by the staff. Students are 

expected to partake in all meals.
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
